Seniors:
Are you having a hard time deciding which college to attend?  If you can, visit the campuses you are considering (at minimum, take an on-line virtual tour).  To make the most of a campus visit, go to http://www.collegeboard.com/csearch/college_visits/
Did you receive your financial aid offer letter, and it doesn't make sense?  Call the financial aid office of the colleges you are considering and ask them for help.  And you can always Come to the College OPTIONS center and talk with an advisor (call first for an appointment). 

Juniors: 
It's test time!  First comes the STAR testing.  Did you know that the California State University is combining their math and English placement exams with the STAR test?  Answer the optional questions at the end of the STAR test and find out early whether or not you have met the basic freshmen level math and English proficiency standards for the CSU system (that's 23 college campuses).  The program is called EAP:  Early Assessment Program and more information is available at:   http://www.calstate.edu/eap/

The SAT and ACT college entrance exams are best taken in May or June.  College OPTIONS will be offering a free test prep workshop in April. 

 

Freshmen and Sophomores:
If you received a "D" or "F" in any of the CSU/UC "A-G" classes (http://www.ucop.edu/doorways) this year (or last year), we strongly suggest that you take advantage of summer school to make up those credit.  Remember that all those courses must be completed with a "C" or better.  Talk to your counselor about the best summer school option for you.
