SHASTA UNION HSD CAREER TECHNICAL EDUCATION

The Shasta Union High School District serves 2340 students on our 3 camprehensive school
sites, our continuation school and our District Farm in Career Technical Education programs.
The CTE program is designed to provide all students with opportunities for enhanced learning
experiences, preparation for future career and college decisions and realistic view of the world
of work. Various pathways include Industry Competencies that can lead to industry
certifications, Shasta Callege Articulation Credit and/or Shasta College Bual Enrollment Credit
and post-secondary oppartunities.

Using
Augmented CE Y glasses,
students project their spacecraft
inta the room, where NASA
Scientists and Engineers can ‘port
into the same space to view what
the students have built.

The seniors in the Shasta Union High Fire Academy completed their Firefighter Survival course at
Shasta College. This is a 16 hour course through California State Fire Training and is necessary to
complete entry level firefighter certifications. This course teachers them the skills necessary to
perform self rescue in an emergency situation. Some of the topics covered were; breaching
techniques, SCBA emergency procedures, ladder slides and bailouts, as well as search and rescue
techniques.
